Guidelines for Submitting a Remit or General Business Item to SPELD NZ Inc Annual General Meeting
1. Remits or General Business Items for the SPELD NZ Inc Annual General Meeting may be submitted by Regular, Professional and Life Members of SPELD New Zealand.

2. Proposed remits or General Business Items must be submitted on the appropriate form and signed by no fewer than three (3) currently financial Regular, Professional or Life members.
3. Remits or General Business Items must be presented in accordance with Rule 19.22 of the SPELD NZ Constitution., which says:

All proposals for consideration at a General Meeting will be in the form of a Remit of a General Business Item as follows:

a) Remit: a change in the constitution or a matter arising out of the constitution
b) General Business Item: any other matter.
19.22.1 These proposals must reach the Executive not later than twelve weeks prior to the General Meeting and be forwarded to the Board as soon as practicable after receipt. Copies will be distributed to all members not less than five weeks before the meeting.

19.22.2 If the Remit or General Business Item originates from the Board, the Board may accept the proposal                  

or any variation to it at any time prior to the time at which the proposal must be distributed to the      

              members of SPELD NZ.

4. The proposal must indicate whether the remit is a General Business Item or a Constitutional Remit. (Note: a Constitutional remit is one which seeks to make change(s) to the constitution. A General Business Item is one which does not seek to change the constitution but relates to other matters arising from the AGM agenda.)
5. If the remit is a Constitutional Remit it must state clearly the number and wording of the constitutional rule which it seeks to change, ie State what the constitutional rule says now and what it would say should the remit be passed.

6. The Remit or General Business Item Submission Form will be circulated electronically to all members of SPELD NZ eligible to vote.
7. The Remit or General Business Item Submission due date will be stated on the Remit Submission Form.
