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Adult Application for SPELD NZ Financial Assistance


Financial assistance may be available for members with financial or other hardship.  The assistance offered is a subsidy towards the full cost of SPELD NZ services. SPELD NZ is unable to fund the full cost of either a SPELD NZ assessment, tuition or other support.
Services include: SPELD NZ assessment, SPELD NZ tuition, workplace related support and advocacy.
The following factors will be taken into account when an application for financial assistance is considered:
· A valid community services card in the name of the parent or caregiver (not the child) ; OR
· Other evidence of low household income (e.g. year-end tax summary for household)
· Medical reasons
· Family situation
· Unforeseen circumstances

As our financial assistance is made possible through donations and fundraising, we cannot guarantee a subsidy, nor the amount. A subsidy of up to $500 (or 50% of the cost – whichever is the lower amount) may be available for an assessment, and up to $400for tuition. The subsidy (or up to 50% of the cost – whichever is the lower amount) depends on the funding SPELD NZ has available at the time of the application.

You may make a fresh application for further subsidy once a current subsidy is nearly used.   Please be mindful that there may be a maximum amount of subsidy, depending on the area you live in.
The process
1. Applications and supporting evidence should be submitted to your local SPELD NZ Regional Co-ordinator, who will make recommendations to the Executive Officer. 
2. The Executive Officer will approve or decline the application. 
3. Completed applications will be processed as soon as possible

To apply, please complete the attached form and forward your application to your Regional Co-ordinator.
The information you provide will be held by SPELD NZ until you no longer need financial assistance.  If you do not want to provide all the detail required in this form, you do not have to, but it may impact on the outcome of your request for financial assistance.
